Text: Microsoft Word is the only acceptable format for text. Manuscripts written in other word processors that are converted to Word may have corruption issues, so this method is not recommended. WordPerfect software is not acceptable software for text.
Equations: They should be created using the inherent equation editor within Microsoft Word (versions 2010 and newer). Note that versions of Microsoft Word prior to 2010 utilize MathType as the equation editor, which is no longer preferred due to limited support and technical issues that may result.

Regarding Microsoft Programs: Microsoft programs are not suitable for figure creation. Please do not create your artwork within (or import your artwork into) Microsoft programs such as Word, PowerPoint, or Excel as this can result in low-resolution, poor-quality images and may result in additional costs necessary to improve these to the optimum quality for printing. 

The native 1st generation files will always provide the best quality. Importing artwork from the native application into Microsoft automatically makes that image a 2nd generation piece, decreasing the quality. During the production process, the Microsoft-embedded images will then need to be exported into a graphics program for processing. By default, Microsoft exports these embedded files as low-resolution images.

J: How do We Evaluate Your Proposal?

· Evaluation by Commissioning Editor(s): Your proposal will be looked at closely by the most suitable CRC Press editor. The editor will consider several questions: Is the content of this book of a high standard? Is there a market for a high-quality book on this subject? What evidence is there for this market? If there is a gap in the market, is this the right book to fill it? Will the book sell internationally? If the editor is satisfied at this stage, then the proposal will then be evaluated by academic or professional experts.

· Evaluation by Independent Referees: We ask respected specialists in the field to give us independent advice on the content, quality and potential market for a finished book based on your proposal or manuscript. We normally solicit 2 or 3 reports from academics and/or professionals. This process should take 8-10 weeks but can take longer as reviewers sometimes interpret deadlines rather loosely.

· [bookmark: Editorial_Contacts]Contract, Desk Editorial and Publication: If your proposal is passed, then we will issue a draft contract. Once we have agreed on terms you sign and return the contract with an agreed date for the delivery of the manuscript. Once the book has been written and delivered, you will liaise with a desk-editor over the copy-editing and production process. We will then publish, market and sell the book.
